Cake
2 cups flour
2 cups sugar
1 cube butter
4 tbls. Baking cocoa
1 cup water

Heat butter, cocoa, water, oil and buttermilk until it starts to 
bubble. Pour over sugar and flour in a mixing bowl. Add the 
remaining ingredients and mix. Bake in a greased 15 x 11 jelly 
roll pan (a must) for 20 minutes at 400*.

Frosting
1 cube butter
3 tbls baking cocoa
6 tbls buttermilk
1 box (16 oz.) powdered sugar
1 tsp vanilla
½ cup or more chopped nuts

Bring butter, buttermilk and cocoa to a boil. Stir in the rest of 
the ingredients, adding the nuts last. Pour over warm cake.

½ cup buttermilk
1 tsp baking soda
2 eggs
1 tsp vanilla
